u		Day 1 – 3: Maupin, OR – Basecamp. Begin your journey with a morning airport pickup, 

followed by a scenic drive to our basecamp in Maupin, Oregon. Get acquainted with fellow 

participants as we kick o� our focus on community and personal growth. Over the next 

two days, we’ll learn principles of Outdoor Leadership and how to apply them on the trail. 

Familiarize yourself with expedition equipment and immerse yourself in the expedition 

mentality.

u		Days 4 – 7: Deschutes River Paddling. Students will dive deep into leadership development, 

technical skills, environmental stewardship, and risk management throughout the expedition.
